MEMORIES ARE MADE OF THIS

This warm and funny presentation focuses on a couple, June, age 75, and George, age 77, as they take the audience on a nostalgic journey through five scenarios about life in their senior community, Sunset Ridge, located in Linden, CA, outside Sacramento. Note: Couple opens and closes show and introduces each segment, including the first, which they perform.
The five stories appear as articles, written by June, in the Sunset Ridge News, the paper received in the mail every month. The articles are brought to life by five separate casts, the first by June and George, and include the following:

EXPIRATION DATE

Do salads have an expiration date? George asks his wife, June, to help him find the expiration date on a bag of salad. The argumentative interaction between them may sound quite familiar and ends with a question about a very different expiration date. There is one (1) female and one (1) male role in this segment.
SHE 

A single woman, Cindy, in her early seventies believes her “boyfriend” has run out on her. She is distraught even though she has known him for only eight weeks. She chooses a friend’s shoulder to cry on. The following week the friend, Irene, also in her early seventies, is walking toward the lodge when she sees the “boyfriend,” being intimate with another woman and she is overwhelmed. She has no clue how she will tell Cindy about what she has discovered, and then things go in a direction nobody would have predicted. There are three (3) female roles in this story.

AUTUMN LEAVES
Debbie, age 74, wants to go on their senior community’s annual fall bus trip to Reno. So she asks her husband, Marty, age 76, if he’d like to go. At first, his response is an emphatic, “No.” This leads to a series of events in the “john,” which nobody would have anticipated, that gives Marty a very different view of the entertainment “Autumn Leaves” can provide and doesn’t leave Debbie very happy, at least for the moment. There is one (1) female and one (1) male role in this segment.
GOLDILOCKS AND THE THREE BARES

Can a dog control your life? Jared, age 64, and Cassie, age 62, question their relationship, as things appear in their bedroom that don’t belong to them. Jared’s mission—discover what is really happening, how their dog is involved, and save their marriage. There is one (1) female and one (1) male role in this story.
JUST ANSWER MY QUESTION

Some questions go unanswered. Although frustrating, even sad, this seems to be part of life, and in particular, love. We get caught up in the daily grind and lose sight of what should be our central focus. Such is the case in the lives of Max and Martha Slepper. There is one (1) female and one (1) male role and one (1) role that can be either male or female, in this episode.

The show will run about 60 minutes.
